










The property Committee had much to do to recover from the losses due to the 
flood. Several meetings were held and many ideas discussed to get things going. 
After talking with Code Enforcement Officer of the County we made some 
proposals to the Session. 

The first sign of constmction was the building of the stairway to give us better 
access to the basement. Cohen and Frazier donated their services and we had 
some material donated by Quality Hardwood. The: steps are a better size to meet 
code. TIle non skid treads needs to be instaHed to ma!ce them safer. 

During this period oftime (March) the Session agreed to a program of solicitation 
to buy eighty chairs and ten tables for activities in the basement. Thanks to the 
membership, within a very short time we: had collected enough funding to finalize 
this program. 

The restrooms and a work room for the custodian was the next project to be 
completed. They include one restroom for handicap, which also includes a 
changing table for infants. There is also a regular restroom. Both restrooms are 
unisex. The work room has a mop sink, which is a big improvement. A coat room 
is also available at the bottom of the stairs. 

An elevator was studied and installed. It is another major part of the renovation. 
The elevator services aU three floors and is easily operated by any adult. We are 
pleased that handicap people now have access to any part of the building and can 
be included in any and all activities. 

The fellowship/dining area of the basement is nearing completion. Very soonthe 
wainscot will be installed to complete the walls in this area. (The wainscot was 
donated by Quality Hardwood also.) After the wainscoting and the heating units 
are installed that particular phase will be complete. (The coat room, Sunday 
school closet and closet under the stairway needs to be furnished and equipped.) 

The Sunday school and Nursery sections should be ready within a very short time. 
The Sunday school class has been meeting in the balcony. Partitions, table and 
chairs need to be added to this area. 

We are hoping that we can obtain the funding to bid the kitchen area and also to 
purchase the necessary equipment. This will allow us to have some fund raisers· 
with some of those very popular "church suppers" that the publio has been 
missing these past two years. 

The committee will be very busy in 2008 as there is much to be done. Weare 
looking toward the day when we can go through and organize all the areas and 
call it good. It will be GREAT to be able to step back and view it with pride and 
with a strong sense of accomplishment.
